ADMISSION/INTAKE REQUIREMENTS (Continued)

� Unit supervisors gather intake information over the phone and 
 may request an interview before 
 the student is accepted into 
 the program.

� Students that would 
 be deemed ineligible are 
 those diagnosed with 
 mental retardation or 
 serious behavioral issues 
 that would jeopardize the 
 safety of others or 
 themselves in the 
 classroom setting.

DISCHARGE/AFTERCARE PLANNING
� Each student completes an Aftercare Portfolio to assist them
 in planning for transition to a new school setting and to   
 continue counseling services.

� Transition services are provided to all students in the program.  
 A transition coordinator will aid students for their return to their 
 home school or post graduation goals.  
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WHAT IS THE ADELPHOI ELEMENTARY SCHOOL?

 The Adelphoi Elementary School is a program providing an alternative 
educational and therapeutic setting for students charged with truancy, 
incorrigibility, or disruptive behavior in a traditional school environment, such 
as a public school.  Additionally, this program provides treatment to young 
students who have been diagnosed with mental illness.  Youth are referred 
directly from the local school districts.    

 Academically, the Elementary School is focused on improving all 
aspects of student progress.  Students enrolled are generally in grades 
2 through 6.   The program provides an optimum structured learning 
environment for students by delivering individualized holistic treatment 
interventions, a comprehensive standards-based curriculum and effective 
differentiated instruction.  Emphasis is placed on frequently measuring 
student performance and using assessment data to monitor and 
adapt treatment and instruction in order to maximize student progress.   
Multidisciplinary teams, which include parents, school of� cials, mental health 
representatives, outside service providers, county of� cials, and other relevant 
stakeholders meet regularly to collaborate and monitor student progress.  

 The Elementary School offers a small classroom environment.  Low 
student teacher ratio allows individualized attention for students.  Along with 
a PA certi� ed teacher, the classroom generally includes one caseworker and 
one therapist.  The local school district is responsible to transport youth to 
and from the program site.
  

EDUCATION

� The Adelphoi Elementary School is licensed under the 
 Pennsylvania Department of Education as a Private Academic 
 Elementary School.  

� Special education teachers are responsible for writing the Individual 
 Education Plans,  monthly trackers, transition services, administering 
 the PSSA, helping regular education teachers with inclusion, and 
 pull-out services.

� Students are engaged in Math, Science, English, Reading,   
 Social Studies, Health, Physical Education, and Daily
 Living Skills Group.  Parents, students, and districts  
 receive grade reports every nine weeks.

� Students have recess and access to a playground 
 or gymnasium on a daily basis.  

� The education program is designed to � t each 
 student�s needs, levels, and abilities.  Both 
 individual and group work is used in the 
 teaching process.

� Our program utilizes data to drive critical
 decisions including decisions related to the 
 development of classroom instruction.

� The School utilizes standards-based curriculum 
 and instruction.

BENEFITS

� A mental health professional is closely   
 involved with and monitors student mental  
 health status and meets regularly with   
 families.

� In-depth assessments and 
 screens are conducted at intake.  

� Positive Behavior Support Plans 
 are developed within the � rst 
 45  days of placement.

� A Daily Living Skills group occurs daily to address issues with 
 students such as problem-solving, con� ict resolution, anger 
 management, stress reduction and life skills.

� Referral agencies and parents receive monthly progress reports and 
 attend multidisciplinary team meetings.

� Treatment modalities and interventions include Choice Theory,
 Contingency Contracting, Behavior Management, Token Economy, Group 
 Counseling and a Level System.  
  
� Close collaboration with in-home and family services, local mental 
 health organizations, and drug and alcohol counseling programs 
 allows counseling to occur in the school setting when appropriate.

ADMISSION/INTAKE REQUIREMENTS

� Intake criteria are developed in collaboration with the referring 
 school districts.  

� Most students referred to this program have a diagnosed mental 
 illness, but it is not necessary for acceptance.
