Our continuum of care enables us to successfully meet the needs of a broad scope of
clients ages birth to twenty (male and female) including those classified as delinquent,
dependent, mental health, and non-adjudicated youth.

Pregnant and Parenting
Pregnant and Parenting Care is a
specialized foster home program to deal
with mothers and their children as well 
as expectant mothers in a family setting.
Parenting education and monitoring 
of parenting skills are provided.
Independent Living Skills are also taught
when applicable. 

Respite
Respite Care for short-term placement on
weekends and/or holidays. 

Shelter Care
Shelter care is available upon request.

Kinship Care
Services
Kinship Care has become a growing
resource within the child welfare system.
Kinship Care allows children to maintain
familiar connections. ONLY after kin are
ruled out, should alternative placement
options be pursued. 

Adelphoi Village offers two Kinship Care
Services:

• Home Safety/Caretaker Assessment 
Study

Adelphoi Village will inspect the safety
of a potential kin caregiver’s home 
and assess the ability of the kin 
caregiver. The assessment will be 
based on a careful review of the 
strengths and needs of the youth and 
birth family and the ability and desire 
of the kinship caregiver to meet these 
needs.  All required paperwork will 
also be collected and processed. This 
assessment will also include an 

inspection of the home to ensure that 
it is safe and meets the regulations of 
the Department of Public Welfare. The 
county agency will determine at the 
conclusion of the assessment phase 
what level of services are needed, if 
any are necessary.

• Formal Kinship Caregiver Services

This service may include casework 
services within the home. The level 
of services will be individually 
determined and based on the needs 
of the youth, the biological family and 
the resources of the kinship caregiver. 
The county agency and Adelphoi 
Village will work together to develop 
the most effective plan for those 
involved.

Adoption
Adelphoi Village is a licensed adoption
agency and is pleased to be affiliated with
SWAN, the State Wide Adoption Network.
SWAN assists in enhancing adoption
services on behalf of children in custody.
Adelphoi Village offers all SWAN services.

Working with SWAN allows Adelphoi
Village to register our foster/adopt
parents throughout the Pennsylvania
Adoption Exchange. Once registered,
Adelphoi Village foster parents have the
opportunity to seek information on
adoptable children. In situations where
biological parents fail to follow through
with recommended treatment services,
and parental rights are terminated,
Adelphoi Village foster families become a
resource for adoption. Adelphoi Village
can provide parent and child profiles,
placement, finalization, child specific
recruitment, and post adoption services.

Foster Care…
Families Helping Families
Foster families are a vital resource for
children who must be temporarily removed
from their homes. Foster families go
through a very specific training process. 
A caseworker is assigned to the family and
the foster child receives casework
sessions. Our foster parents work as part
of a team where permanency and
individual service plans are developed for
youth in conjunction with the courts and
the natural family. Through ongoing
training and support, Adelphoi Village staff
provides foster parents with the tools
necessary to deal with situations they may
encounter along the way. A monthly report
is completed on the child and
interdisciplinary individual service plan is
completed every six months. 

Five Options are Available

Foster Care
A wide variety of special needs are served
including, but not limited to, youth with: a
multiplicity of social/emotional problems,
delinquent behaviors, substance abuse
problems, histories of physical, emotional
and sexual issues and sibling groups.

Specialized Foster Care
Intensive placement is utilized for youth
who have more intensive problems.
Increased supervision of the youth is
provided by the foster family, and outside
resources are utilized based on the needs
of the youth. The youth’s case is reviewed
monthly and casework services and visits
to the youth and to the family are more
intensive and more frequent, if needed.
Education services are available through
Adelphoi Village Day Treatment Programs.
