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ROBERTSHAW NAMED ADELPHOI FOUNDATION CHAIRMAN

LATROBE, PA -- Adelphoi USA, a Latrobe-based not-for-profit that meets the needs of over 800 youth and families on a daily basis, has announced the appointment of Marc Robertshaw as Chairman of its subsidiary corporation, Adelphoi Foundation. Marc previously served as Chairman of the Board of Adelphoi USA from November 2000 to December 2010. 
Robertshaw came on to the board during a period of organizational transition and worked to stabilize the workforce and strengthen the agency’s financial functions.  “In a period when local and national economics were working against the organization, we were well-managed and well-capitalized”, he noted.  “Because there was stability in Adelphoi’s finances, we were able to offer and expand services to fulfill the needs of the community. When other organizations throughout the local area and across the state were closing or downsizing, Adelphoi was experiencing tremendous growth, especially in the area of educational services provided to school districts.”
Robertshaw remarks that he was but one member of a team with many talents.  “My predecessor, Ralph Scalise, had served as Chairman for 26 years.  He handed me a strong platform on which to build.”   
“I had a strong board - maybe one of the strongest boards in the county - to advise me on various issues,” noted Robertshaw.  “We had board members who had served for decades and had a wealth of experience with Adelphoi, such as founder Father Paschal Morlino and former Executive Director Jim Bendel, as well as newer board members who brought other skills and knowledge to the table.”  
In honor of all he has helped Adelphoi to accomplish during his tenure as Chairman, the Board of Directors recently announced the creation of the Marc B. Robertshaw Youth Development Fund.  The fund will help current and past Adelphoi clients develop skills and competencies so that they can secure gainful employment.  Youth may apply for scholarships that can be used for vocational training and/or higher education. The fund will also help the students with services and expenses vital to making the transition to employment.  “Marc never lost sight of why he was here,” said Blair Kucinski, Adelphoi USA’s CEO.  “With Marc, it was always about the kids.  I can’t think of a better way to thank him for his years as Chairman.”

“The Marc B. Robertshaw Youth Development Fund is another way to strengthen the Adelphoi USA continuum of care, by helping our youth succeed within their families and their communities,” said Ralph Liberatore, Marc’s successor as board Chairman. 
Robertshaw’s new role as Chairman of the Adelphoi Foundation places him at the helm of this newly created Adelphoi subsidiary that is charged with facilitating and encouraging financial and other support for the maintenance and enhancement of all Adelphoi’s services throughout the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.  He explains, “We have immediate needs, such as renovations to many of our group homes and expansion of our educational facilities due to the growth we have experienced over the past decade.”  
Creation of the Adelphoi Foundation was integral to managing the funding challenges that face human service organizations. “The Adelphoi USA Board of Directors needs to insure that the Adelphoi Foundation develops and maintains a strong funding base so that it can fuel the services to the youth and families in its care,” Robertshaw noted.   

An emeritus member of the board of Seton Hill University and past president of the Greensburg YMCA, Robertshaw currently serves on the boards of Seton Hill Day Care, Valley School of Ligonier, The Kiski School, and the Catholic Foundation, and has played an integral role in major undertakings at each of those institutions.  He is also an innovator in the for-profit field, serving as co-CEO of Unified Strategies Group, one of the largest vending purchasing co-ops in the country

“Marc will do a terrific job in this capacity.  His financial background, coupled with his experience in the philanthropic arena, will surely lay the groundwork - and go beyond – to create a strong partnership with Adelphoi USA,” said Dirk Matson, Adelphoi Foundation President.  
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
