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EDUCATION
• Educational support is provided by the Dr. Robert Ketterer Charter School.

• Students are provided opportunities to earn academic grades and credits while receiv-
ing mental health treatment in a classroom setting.

• Special education services are available for writing Individualized Education Plans,
administering the PSSA, and providing additional support services based upon the stu-
dent’s academic needs.

• Students are engaged in Math, Science, English, Social Studies, Health, Physical
Education, and other electives.  Report cards are issued every nine weeks.

PROGRAM SPECIFICS
The Partial Hospitalization Program uses an interdisciplinary team approach to provide a
well-balanced, effective treatment system.  The goal of treatment is to help students
replace negative coping skills with pro-social and more effective behavior so that they can
return to a less restrictive environment.  The Partial Hospitalization Program treatment
team consists of:

• Psychiatrist

• Program Supervisor

• Master Level Therapist

• Mental Health Caseworkers

• Academic Support Staff

• Nurse

DISCHARGE/AFTERCARE PLANNING
• Discharge planning begins on the date of admission.

• Advocacy and discharge reintegration are vital to aftercare planning.

WHAT IS A PARTIAL HOSPITALIZATION 
PROGRAM?
The Partial Hospitalization Program is
designed to accept children and ado-
lescents who require a higher level of
structure and support than traditional
mental health outpatient treatment,
but who are not showing the level of
acuity that would necessitate mental
health inpatient treatment.  This allows
the child/adolescent to remain at
home in their community while
receiving mental health treatment
and educational support.

The Partial Hospitalization Program
plays a vital role in the continuum of
mental health services within the
community, and takes an active role
in treatment services and case man-
agement.

BENEFITS
• Community-based mental health treatment program.

• Treatment teams use an interdisciplinary team approach by collaborating with families,
school districts, and other community resources.

• Strength-based treatment planning and clinical implementation.  Program supports and
promotes the Youth and Family Institute Best Practice Guidelines.

• Balanced and Restorative Justice (BARJ) principles are incorporated into program
emphasizing community service projects, restitution payments, competency develop-
ment, and victim restoration.

ADMISSION/INTAKE REQUIREMENTS
• Student must have psychiatric history within the last six months including a mental

health diagnosis on Axis 1.

• Children and adolescents ages 7-18 years

• I.Q. must be above 65.

• Must have Medical Assistance funding with the Department of Public Welfare.

• All youth are interviewed and reviewed by clinical staff prior to determining eligibility.

• Referring agency must provide a copy of all pertinent records necessary to determine eli-
gibility prior to admission.
